Old Business:
--Rest Lake Park Boat Landing:  This item was tabled until after the Planning Commission meeting.
--Transfer Site Chainsaw Use Waiver:  A waiver was created by the Town attorney to be signed by individuals wishing to operate personal chainsaws at the Transfer Station.  The waiver was approved in a motion by Chuck Rayala III and seconded by Eric Behnke.  Motion Carried.   
--Ilg Land Use Agreement:  Chuck Rayala III explained that the Ilg family was satisfied with the present agreement with the request that a surveyed map of the described land be added to the agreement.  A motion was made by Chuck Rayala III, and seconded by Eric Behnke, to approve the Land Use Agreement,  subject to a certified survey map being attached to the agreement.  Motion carried.  will be obtained by the Town.
New Business:

-- Animal Control:  Vilas County Presentation:  Melissa Klessig, Vilas County Humane Officer came to demonstrate various equipment that would be beneficial for the Town appointed Animal Control Officer to have available.  A recent unpleasant incident with two aggressive dogs in the area sparked interest in this matter.  The Animal Control Officer will look into the purchase of equipment.

-- Planning Commission Recommendations to Board:  This item was tabled until after the Planning Commission meeting.  
-- Consideration of Local Ordinance Regarding Operation of Bladder Boats:  Per Senator Tiffany, there is no State Ordinance and this was the first he’d heard about it being a potential problem.  John Hanson went on to explain that Manitowish Waters may have to be the pioneers in creating some sort of ordinance to deal with this issue.  A variety of discussion ensued; this is a topic that can be worked on over the winter months.  No action taken.  
-- Connecting with the Public on Tough Issues:  The Board will be given time to review the program , as outlined by The Wisconsin Towns Association and   bring it back for discussion at the next Board meeting.  
-- Transportation Resolution:  Chair Hanson attended one of 71 meetings held throughout the State of Wisconsin asking local municipalities to urge their State Government to finally take a stand and look at how we can sustainably fund our road infrastructures.  Hanson read aloud the following proposed resolution:  Now therefore be it resolved by the Town Board to urge the Governor and Legislature to “Just Fix It” and agree upon a solution that includes a responsible level of bonding and adjust our user fees to adequately sustainably fund Wisconsin’s transportation system.  Be it further resolved that the Town Board directs the Clerk to send a copy of this resolution to the Wisconsin Town’s Association, State Legislatures and Governor Scott Walker.  A motion was made by Eric Behnke and seconded by Chuck Rayala III to adopt the resolution.  Motion Carried.                     
-- Graveling the Parking Lot at Koller Park:  The Town has received a proposal to grade and put down an additional 60 yards or gravel on the existing drive and parking lot at Koller Park at no cost to the Town.  This  proposal would be funded and  donated by the Uihleins.  A motion was made by Eric Behnke and seconded by Chuck Rayala III, to approve the additional 60 yards of gravel over the existing drive and parking lot at Koller Park.  Motion carried.
Standing Committee Review:

Vouchers:   Vouchers for September 27, 2016 = $23,377.60.  Due to the meeting falling a week early, October 11th vouchers will be brought to the Board for approval at the November meeting.  A motion was made by Eric Behnke and seconded by Chuck Rayala III to approve the vouchers.  Motion carried.
P & L/Bank Balances:  P&L’s were provided to the Board in writing.  Due to the meeting falling a week early, Bank Statements have not been received by the Town Clerk and Bank Balances were not available.

 Economic Development:  Nothing to report.
Airport:  With the Airport Manager out of town, Airport Reports will be shared with the Board in writing when they become available.
 Road Report:  Supervisor Rayala III expressed gratitude to the Town Crew for replacing the fencing at Pine Lawn Cemetery.  Replacement playground equipment will be discussed at the next Budget Workshop.  
Bike Trail:  Will be covered at the Planning Commission meeting.  No additional discussion and/or comments.
Parks:  Already covered under a previous agenda item.  Nothing additional to report.  

Transfer Station:  Pitlik & Wick has started blacktopping the new apron.  John Butler is working with Eagle Waste on reviewing pricing, specifically for metals and electronics.  Hopefully there will be information to present at the next meeting.  
Correspondence:  
Hanson relayed that he had been contacted by Presque Isle Town Board member, Chuck Hayes, who is putting together a meeting   on Monday, October 10th, 2016 at 7:00pm at the Presque Isle Town Hall to discuss transportation alternatives for our area.  Vilas County has already set up a transportation system in the eastern part of the County that assists the public with transportation to Doctor Appointments or any other transportation needs.  Hayes is requesting that a representative from each Town Board in the County attend this meeting.  Hanson will be out of town, so Behnke agreed to attend the meeting.

-- Reschedule the November Town Board Meeting:    The November Town Board meeting will be held on Wednesday November 9th, at 7:00pm, in effort to accommodate the November 8th Presidential election.  All were okay with the switch.
