New Business:
--Construction Project Financing:  Chair Hanson explained that due to an oversight, the architectural fees were not included in the interim borrowing request that was submitted to Woodtrust Bank in June of 2019.  Architectural fees and other misc. expenses have added up to approximately $122,000.00,  leaving the Town with a shortfall for final payments to Nasi Construction for  completion of the Town Hall and Library projects.  A thorough discussion ensued, considering various options.   A decision on how to handle the shortfall will be made at a future meeting.  
--Resolution Regarding Governor Ever’s Executive Shut-Down Order:  The Secretary of Health issued an extension of the Safer at Home order on the same day the Federal Government announced their plans for re-opening the economy.  The order extended the shut-down for another 30 days, that will extend through Memorial Day weekend.  There has been is a movement to see what we can do to counter this order.  Chair Hanson read aloud a sample resolution from Senator Tiffany’s office that would amend the Safer at Home extension to allow counties that choose to, to re-open retail establishments, (such as bars and restaurants) to on May 21st, 2020 in time for Memorial Day weekend, subject to Safe Conduct guidelines set forth by Federal and State authorities.  A motion was made by Bob Becker and seconded by Mike Kramer to adopt the sample resolution and submit it to the local government.  Motion carried.
