Meeting called to order at 7:00pm.

Present:  Town Chairman John Hanson and Board Supervisors Bob Becker and  Mike Kramer.
Approval of Agenda as posted on April 9th, 2020.  Approved on motion from Mike Kramer and seconded by Bob Becker.  Motion carried.
Approval of Minutes of March 10th, and March 26th, 2020.   A motion was made by Bob Becker and seconded by Mike Kramer to approve the minutes of March 10th, and March 26th, 2020.  Motion Carried.  
Visitors Present:  None 
Subjects from floor:  Chair Hanson mentioned that he would be placing an advertisement in the Lakeland Times for part-time positions at the Airport and Transfer Station.

-- None  
   
New Business:
-- Appointment of a Library Board Member:  A motion was made by Mike Kramer and seconded by Bob Becker to appoint David Schultz to the Koller Library Board.   Motion carried.  
-- Purchase of Material for Floating Docks at Koller Park:  The dock system boardwalk frame is completed and ready to install.  The decking will go on after the frame is placed.  Hardware and piping is still needed for the boardwalk.  The total estimated cost for completing the boardwalk, including labor wages is $12,000.00.  The total estimated cost for the 4 floating docks to extend from the boardwalk, including the floats is $24,000.00.  The approved budget for the project is $50,000.00.  A motion was made by Mike Kramer and seconded by Bob Becker to proceed with the project.  Motion carried.      
--Gutter for Town Hall:  Gutter is needed for the back side of the Town Hall to prevent pitting in the concrete slabs.  Hanson obtained a quote from Badger Seamless Gutters for $525.00 to $575.00 to install gutter by the back corner entrance to the Chamber and Town Hall Kitchen/back room (a total of 3 exterior doors).  Hanson added that gutter would also be need by the main hall side entrance where water is currently running onto the concrete slab as well as the air conditioning and furnace unit.  Based on the original pricing from Badger Seamless Gutters, this would add another $400.00 to $500.00 dollars.  A motion was made by Bob Becker and seconded by Mike Kramer to approve up to $1,200.00 for gutters.  Motion carried.
-- Bids for Road Work:   Chair Hanson introduced a list of 6 road projects he would like considered in 2020, including a portion of Alder Lake Road, Circle Lily Road, Read Feather Road, Younger Road, Manitou Drive and Marathon Road.  A motion was made by Mike Kramer and seconded by Bob Becker to submit the list for bidding.  Motion carried.  
-- Resolution Authorizing the Issuance and Establishing Parameters for the Sale Not to Exceed $3,900,000.00 General Obligation Refunding Bonds:  Following a brief discussion, a  motion was made by Mike Kramer and seconded by Bob Becker to authorize the issuance and establishment of parameters for the sale not to exceed $3,900,000.00 general obligation refunding bonds.  .  Motion carried.   
-- Purchase of New Flag Poles:  Flag poles at Koller Park and the Town Hall are in need of replacing.  Chair Hanson contacted Morgan Frances  Flagpoles & Accessories, (who came in the cheapest for doing the flagpoles at the new Fire Station), and obtained a base bid of $5,410.00 for both poles.  This does not include concrete work and installation of the poles.  A motion was made by Bob Becker and seconded by Mike Kramer to approve the purchase of the new flagpoles, not to exceed $6,500.00 including concrete and installation.  Motion carried.  

Standing Committee Review:
--Vouchers:   Vouchers for March 24th, 2020 equaled $12,842.09.   April 14th, 2020 vouchers were $52,608.96.  A motion was made by Bob Becker and seconded by John Hanson to approve the vouchers as stated.  Motion carried.  
--P & L/Bank Balances:  P&L’s and bank balances were provided to the Board in hard copy. 
--Airport Report:  Airport Reports provided to the Board in hard copy.  The AWOS Station working okay at the present time because we’ve been above zero.  This will still need to be worked on when the latest batch of snow melts.  We may take a hit on fuel prices because it was purchased during peak pricing and is currently extremely low due to COVID 19.  Hopefully by June, the purchase price will be more in range with the price we paid.    
--Road Report:  Road Reports were provided to the Board in hard copy.  According to Serwe Implements, the boom arm mower attachment  that was ordered back in December 2019 has been delayed due to improper order placement within the manufacturer’s system.  The issue has been rectified.  The #1 patrol truck had valve problems that required repair.  
--Transfer Station:  The Town approved tree services and landscapers need to be reminded that they are only allowed to dump Manitowish Waters township material at our brush pad.  Bill King has said he would work weekends at the Transfer Station, but Supervisor Kramer is not sure when he will get back up to the area. Kramer suggested that it is still a good idea to place an ad for this position, because Bill King is not a year-round resident.  All agreed.
